· Model Schools Professional Development Back in late September we announced our professional development offerings for the 2010-2011 school year.  We currently have over 80 activities available through June of 2011.  This includes face-to-face, on-line, and webinar formats.  The calendar of workshops can be found at itd.cnyric.org.  There are no additional fees for Model School’s workshops.

· The 2010-2011 Technology and Leadership Keynote Series (ITD TALKS) lineup has been published and can be found at itd.cnyric.org.  Our series starts off on November 16th, 2010, with Chris Lehmann, Principal of the Science Leadership Academy of Philadelphia.   We look forward to another great year of innovative discussions around instructional technology leadership.

· The new mediaCONNECT service is off to a great start.  We added video collections from Discovery Education and NBC Learns this year, which gives teachers access to thousands of new videos to use in the classroom.  We also implemented a new search portal that is intuitive and user-friendly, and allows single sign-on access to all of our collections. · The delivery of classroom instruction via video conferencing continues to grow.  We currently have 4 OCM districts taking American Sign Language (Tully, Westhill, DeRuyter, and LaFayette).  Feedback so far has been very good.  We are also facilitating the connection between Baldwinsville and McGraw for the delivery/sharing of Calculus.  The course sharing model holds much promise for our region as a way to increase instructional opportunities for students.  The E-Learning Committee (comprised of district and BOCES administrators) continues to meet and explore new ways to utilize this technology.
