Presentations
PE & Wellness Resource Systems: based on a model that is gaining traction in other parts of the state, these are science kit-like systems for PE and Wellness units. They would be standards-based and focused on the current best thinking about physical education, wellness, health, and healthful living. A group of individuals from around the BOCES are being convened to consider the idea and identify possible units for inclusion in the design. So far, the following districts have someone participating in the planning committee (all are welcome): Cortland, Cincinnatus, DeRuyter, FM, Homer, JD, LaFayette, Lyncourt, McGraw, Solvay, West Genesee, and Westhill. The group will make recommendations as to which models to design and how the program might work.
· Virtual Core Library Information (for grades 7-12) is the concept explained at the last meeting. Based on our suggestion generated at last month’s meeting, Gales has agreed to a collaborative, regional portal that they will develop with us for earth science. Ryan Lefton from Gales demonstrated an example from another district and we will talk about getting the science teachers and leaders needed to collaborate on the demonstration portal together to identify the content we want to be available through the portal that is aligned to earth science. The portal, eventually, could replace a textbook. The School Library System, with Science Center help, will facilitate this. More to come…
