Standards & Assessment (standing agenda item)
· “In the memorandum, 2011 Grades 3–8 English Language Arts and Mathematics Test Specifications (http://www.emsc.nysed.gov/osa/ei/2011-testspecs-rev.pdf). Assistant Commissioner David Abrams wrote: ‘Also, please be advised that as a result of the redesign the configuration of books to be administered for each subject and grade is currently under discussion with our vendor, CTB/McGraw-Hill. This information will be provided, once final determinations are made.’ There is a distinct possibility that the ELA Tests will be administered in three sessions for the younger grades. We expect to be able to provide definitive information on this matter to schools in the fall.”
· “With respect to your second question, public school districts and nonpublic and charter schools do have the discretion to extend the primary administration of the ELA and Mathematics Tests into those dates listed in the 2010–11 Elementary- and Intermediate-level Testing Schedule as "Make-up Dates." You will find this explained in a footnote of the schedule (http://emsc.nysed.gov/osa/schedules/2011/3-8schedule1011-071310.pdf). This footnote states: ‘Schools must arrange to begin the administration of the English Language Arts and Mathematics Tests to students in every grade during the specified “Administration of Tests” dates. ... Schools are also permitted to conclude the primary administration of a test during the “Makeup Testing” dates as long as at least one session for each grade is administered during the “Administration of Tests” dates. However, school personnel may not engage in scorer training or scoring of student responses for any given grade until the initial administration of all test sessions has been completed for that grade.’"
· “With regards to the recent elimination of the Second Language Proficiency Examinations and the Regents Comprehensive Examinations in German, Hebrew, and Latin, schools do not need to make any significant changes in student schedules. The Department will review current regulations to develop recommendations for the Board of Regents on proposed changes to Part 100.
· “With respect to the elimination of the Regents Comprehensive Examinations in German, Hebrew, and Latin, students who successfully complete coursework in these languages and earn units of credit may apply those credits towards the requirements for a Regents Diploma or Regents Diploma with Advanced Designation. 
· 3-8 materials and guides preparation (paper copies no longer coming from the state)
· Looking ahead to scoring procedures and collaboration capabilities – there might be some interest in creating the replacement exams collaborative. Note: the Latin group, named Atlas, is already considering the development of a collaboratively developed checkpoint B test.
