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2009-2010 Part 154 Comprehensive Plan and Reporting Requirements 

for the Education of Limited English Proficient (LEP) Students 

All districts receiving Total Foundation Aid must comply with Part 154 of the Commissioner’s regulations. Part 154 of the Commissioner’s regulations governs services for pupils with limited English proficiency. It requires that all school districts receiving Total Foundation Aid, including community school districts, to develop a two year Comprehensive Plan (CP 154.3(a)) to meet the educational needs of LEP students and to submit an annual Data / Information Report (Chapter 57 of the Laws of 2007). 
The Comprehensive Plan CR 154.3 (a) 

The Plan must include:

· The district’s philosophy for the education of LEP students;

· Administrative practices and procedures to screen, identify and annually evaluate LEP students;

· A description of the nature and scope of the English as a second language (ESL) and/or bilingual instructional program and services available to LEP students; 

· A description of the criteria used to place LEP students in appropriate bilingual or ESL instructional programs;

· A description by building of the curricular and extracurricular services provided to LEP students;

· A description of the district and school level procedures for the management of the program.

The Plan should also describe:

· Procedures for the distribution of school related information to parents or persons in parental relation of LEP students in English or, when necessary, in the language they understand;

· Procedures for the submission to the Commissioner of the results of the annual evaluation of LEP students;
· Procedures for referral to the committee on special education of LEP students who are suspected of having a disability. 

All districts must complete the above-referenced Comprehensive Plan to be kept on file in the district’s main office and made available for review upon request by the Department. For school year 2009-2010, school districts applying for Title III funds and districts receiving Contract for Excellence funds must submit a copy of this Comprehensive Plan to the Department.

PROGRAM GUIDELINES

The following pages provide general guidelines regarding programs for LEP students as well as instructions and forms to be completed for the development of the Comprehensive Plan and the required Data/Information report.
Commissioner’s Regulations for LEP Students


Parts 117 and 154 of the Regulations of the Commissioner of Education relate to the screening of new entrants and services for LEP students.  CR Part 154 prescribes the specific requirements for the implementation of instructional programs and activities for LEP students.  

CR Part 154 requires that LEP students receive appropriate services in order to acquire and develop English language skills and meet the standards in the core subjects expected at their grade and age levels.   Research on effective programs for LEP students identifies Seven Essential Elements. The Board of Regents has incorporated these elements into their Twelve Action Steps to assist LEP students in meeting the English language arts standards. (Please refer to Appendices A and B attached for a copy of each of these two documents.) 
Eligible Students

Students eligible to receive services under CR Part 154 are those identified as students with limited English proficiency (LEP).  LEP students are those who come from a home where a language other than English is spoken and score below a State designated level of proficiency on the Language Assessment Battery-Revised  (LAB-R) or the New York State English as a Second Language Achievement Test (NYSESLAT), as set forth in CR Part 154. 

Types of Programs-- Bilingual and English as a Second Language (ESL) Instructional Programs


Bilingual education programs must be implemented in school districts with an enrollment of 20 or more LEP students with the same native language other than English at the same grade level in the same building. The bilingual education program includes two components: a language arts instructional component and a content area instructional component. The language arts instructional component is delivered through instruction in English language arts, English as a second language and native language arts. The content area instructional component is delivered though instruction in the native language and English through ESL methodologies.

Freestanding ESL programs must be implemented in school districts which have fewer than 20 LEP students at the same grade level in the same building who speak the same native language other than English. The freestanding ESL program includes two components: a language arts instructional component and a content area instructional component. The language arts instructional component is delivered through instruction in English language arts and English as a second language. The content area instructional component is delivered through instruction in English and ESL methodologies. New York City requires that in grades K-8 when there are 15 or more ELLs of the same language in the same grade or two contiguous grades (same native language which is other than English) in a school shall provide such pupils with bilingual education programs.  

Required Units of Study
Public school districts are required to provide the amount of English language instruction specified in CR 154.2 (d) and (e). As specified in Action Step 1, the English language arts standards are the basis for the Native Language Arts, English as a Second Language and English Language Arts curricula. The chart that follows identifies the required units of study for each of these disciplines. Please note that a unit of study is equivalent to 180 minutes per week.

Required Assessments 

The Language Assessment Battery-Revised (LAB-R) is the only approved test for the identification of students as limited English proficient. Similarly, the New York State English as a Second Language Achievement Test (NYSESLAT) is the only approved test for measuring LEP students’ level of English proficiency annually, to determine whether or not the student continues to be LEP.

f. A report on the request for extension of services.

g. Professional development activities that include mainstream/content area teachers and all district administration staff to help them understand the educational and social needs of LEPs. In addition, professional development for all staff regarding state regulations and federal mandates for LEPs.

Form A-1:  The totals on form A-1 must agree with the totals of A-2, A-2(a), A-3 and A-3.1 forms.

Do not include long-term LEP students (LEP beyond six years) in this number.
Form A-2:  Complete this form for each school building with LEP students in grades K-6 served in 2008-09 in bilingual and/or ESL instructional programs.  Do not include long-term LEP students (LEP beyond six years) in this number. Duplicate this form as necessary.  Use blank spaces to add languages if necessary.  A list of additional languages/codes appears on page 18 of this application packet; others may be accessed on the web at www.ethnologue.com .

Form A-2(a): Complete this form for each school building with LEP students in grades 7-12 and Special Education (K-12) served in bilingual and/or ESL instructional programs.  Do not include long-term LEP students (LEP beyond six years) in this number. Record the number of LEP students in Special Education (K-12) under the Special Education column only. Duplicate this form as necessary.  Use blank spaces to add languages if necessary.  A list of additional languages/codes appears on page 18 of this application packet; others may be accessed on the web at www.ethnologue.com .

Form A-3: This form must be used to provide a summary of the building data provided in Forms A-2 and A-2(a). Consequently, it will not include data on long term LEP students.

Form A-3.1:  Record the number of long-term LEP students.  Long-term LEP students are those that, based on available records, have been in any district, in any school program beyond six years and continue to be LEP. Record the number of long-term LEP students in Special Education under the Special Education column only.  

Long-term LEP students do not generate Total Foundation Aid.  Do not include these students on Form A-2.

Form A-3.1-A: Describe the services to be provided to long-term LEP students.
Form A-4: The Statement of Assurances represents a district's certification of compliance with laws, regulations and its Comprehensive Plan regarding the education of LEP students. This signed certification must be submitted annually. The Chief Administrative Officer must check-off each box, sign and date the form.    

Form A-5: Pursuant to Part 80 of the Commissioner’s regulations, staff providing bilingual education and English as a second language instruction must hold valid certificates in each of these areas.  

Record in the appropriate column the number of staff in full-time equivalents (FTE's) who provided bilingual and ESL instruction. Teachers holding temporary certificates or who applied to NYSED for a temporary certificate in bilingual education or ESL should be included in the “Appropriately Certified” column.  

FTE’s for staff serving more than one building must reflect the portion of time spent in each building.   

Form A-6: Enter the 2008-09 expenditures made in bilingual and/or ESL programs for LEP students. This includes Foundation Aid, Contract for Excellence, Title III, Title I, and any other State, Local or Federal funding allocated to the education of LEP students in your district during the 2008-2009 school year. (Please include schools and district funding) 
Form A-6.1: Provide a detailed narrative explanation for each funding source as well as for each funded category.
Form A-7:  LEP students may receive State aided services for up to three years.  School districts may request an extension of State aided services annually up to three more years by completing Form A-7, “Request for Extension of Services” for each individual LEP student who continues to require bilingual or ESL instruction beyond three years.  

Requests for extension of services must not be submitted for: 

· Students who score above the “LEP” designated level on the NYSESLAT; 

· Students discharged from the NYS public school system; 

· Students who have graduated from high school; or, 

· Students enrolled in nonpublic schools.

The school providing services to the students in 2008-09 must make requests for extension of services for the 2009-2010 school year. The report must include the names of all such students, including those that were in the school in 2008-09 and moved to another NYS public school in 2008-2009 (i.e., transfer students, 6th, 8th or 9th grade graduates.)

School districts may make requests for other reasons.  However, vague reasons such as consultant teachers, dual language, opted out, behavior problems; heterogeneous group in English, etc. will not be approved.
Extension of services will not be granted for students for whom no assessment or an assessment other than the NYSESLAT is provided.

Provide a description of the interventions that are being implemented, above and beyond Academic Intervention Services (AIS), to help students for whom a request for extension of services is submitted must be provided. 

All schools in New York City must comply with the Consent Decree and the Lau Compliance Plan (See Type of Program section above).

Parental Transfer/Withdrawal Option

Parents of a newly enrolled LEP student must be informed of their child’s placement in a bilingual or ESL instructional program. In addition to informing parents of their child’s placement in any of these programs, districts must advise parents of the transfer/withdrawal option afforded to them under CR Part 154. This transfer/withdrawal option is specified below.

Withdrawal from a bilingual education program: The parents or other persons in parental relation to a pupil designated as limited English proficient shall have the option to withdraw their child from participation in an instructional bilingual education program, provided that:

(i) The parents or other persons in parental relation to a pupil designated as limited English proficient meet with the school principal along with the school or district supervisor of bilingual education to discuss and explain further the nature, purposes, educational values of the program and the skills required of personnel;

(ii)  
As a minimum such pupil shall participate in an English as a second language (ESL) instructional program.

Transfer from an ESL into a bilingual education program: In a school building where the number of eligible pupils does not require the offering of a bilingual education program, parents or other persons in parental relation to a pupil identified as limited English proficient shall have the option of transferring their child to a school within the district provided such program is available at such other school.  A parent who chooses not to exercise the transfer option shall be informed that his or her child shall participate in an English as a second language instructional program. Parents of appropriately identified LEP students do not have the option to withdraw their children from an ESL instructional program. Signed parent letters exercising the withdrawal/transfer option must be kept in the student’s cumulative record.

School districts required to submit copies of the Comprehensive Plan (see page 2) and that have bilingual instructional programs must attach sample copies of the transfer/withdrawal option letters sent to parents.

LEP Student Evaluation  

State assessment data for LEP students must be coordinated and submitted through the New York State Education Department’s data collection system.

Essential Elements of Effective Programs for Limited English 


Proficient/ English Language Learners





High standards for LEP/ELLs. LEP/ELLs are held to the same high standards and expectations as all students.  Curriculum, instruction, and assessment in all classrooms serving LEP/ELLs students are aligned with New York State standards in the seven core areas.





Strong Literacy Development for LEP/ELLs.  Literacy is developed through native language arts (NLA), English as a second language (ESL) and English language arts (ELA) curricula aligned with the ELA standards.  The value of learning to read first in the native language is recognized.  Instructional strategies promote the transfer of literacy skills learned in the native language to acquisition of literacy in English.





Qualified and Well-Trained Educators of LEP/ELLs.  There are sufficient numbers of well-prepared, competent, and appropriately certified teachers, administrators, and staff working with LEP/ELLs.  The staff participates in ongoing, long-term staff development with strong emphasis on the State learning standards.  The single most critical element for successful learning by LEP/ELLs is the quality and preparation of the teachers.





District/School-Based Leadership Committed to Educational Excellence and Equity for LEP/ELLs.  The superintendent promotes educational excellence for LEP/ELLs.  Principals are highly articulate regarding curriculum and instructional classroom strategies for LEP/ELLs.  They are highly supportive of their bilingual/ESL instructional staff.  The school leadership encourages alternative approaches to teaching LEP/ELLs, such as creating open-ended learning opportunities that lead to critical thinking, student-directed activities, and collaboration with peers.  Flexibility and expansion of instructional time, such as after school programs, extended school year, and Saturday schools for LEP/ELLs are supported.





Positive School Climate for LEP/ELLs.  The languages and cultures of LEP/ELLs are respected and valued throughout the school.  Parents of LEP/ELLs are made to feel important members of the school community.  Bilingual and ESL teachers are an integral part of the instructional staff and they are provided with the support, materials, and resources needed to be successful.





Parent/Family and Community Involvement  in the Education of LEP/ELLs.  Parents of LEP/ELLs are meaningfully involved in the education of their children and are informed about the State standards and assessments.  Parents are provided with strategies to increase their ability to help with their children’s homework.  Parents of LEP/ELLs are encouraged to become more active and involved members of the school community and to participate in decision-making activities.





Assessment and Accountability.  LEP/ELLs performance and services are assessed on an ongoing basis at all levels using multiple, fair, and equitable measures.  Assessment is conducted in the native language and in English as appropriate.  The information obtained is used to determine student academic progress, the level of English language acquisition, and to refine services to LEP/ELLs and report outcomes.

Setting clear goals and providing curriculum using the ELA core curriculum as its base in both NLA and ESL classes to ensure that all LEP/ELLs successfully complete the Comprehensive Regents Examination in English.





Providing intensive English language instruction to LEP/ELLs by increasing the daily instructional time requirement through revision of the Commissioner’s Regulations.





Supporting and extended school day and year through after-school instruction, Saturday instruction, and/or summer English language academies.





Initiating Project Jump Start through intensive English language instruction to newly enrolled students during the two weeks of August prior to the opening of school in September.





Providing professional development through training sessions statewide on the ELA standards and assessments and how to teach English language arts to LEP/ELLs.





Ensuring that certified teachers teach LEP/ELLs through the strengthening of teacher preparation programs and by helping uncertified bilingual and ESL teachers become certified.





Communicating effectively with parents through the implementation of a two-hour orientation on the standards within the first semester of the enrollment of their child(ren) in a New York State school.





Ensuring equity in technology and instructional resources by providing equal access to computers, instructional technology, and materials that support native language and English language literacy development.





Improving identification and assessment by ensuring that English language achievement will be measured uniformly throughout New York State.





Requiring specifications for improving local accountability by requiring that districts implement the Regents recommendations to assist LEP/ELLs in meeting the ELA standards.





Supporting the development of model programs by identifying those programs which incorporate the Essential Elements of Effective Programs for LEP/ELLs, and by disseminating information about them.





Improving reporting and collection of LEP/ELLs achievement data by working with the State Education Department, school districts, and BOCES.
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
