· Increased rigor 

· Standards easier to understand (“dip into”) then expected

· A lot of collaboration P-12 classroom doors “open”

· It’s huge

· Once I understood how to the document (via anchors) it was a breeze

· Already doing some of these in science class, I have just never viewed/assessed connection with ELA

Questions

· Evaluation process since all teachers are responsible for success of all students (P-12)

· How do we tackle the hurdle of technology integration when access to technology is sometimes so difficult?
· Assessments are currently not aligned at adult level (TABE/GED), what other assessments will we need?
· When can we have plan time with ELA teachers to infuse common core standards “correctly” (i.e. – the way presented in ELA class)?
· What will become of students who do not meet standards?
· Will our curriculum address these standards?
· How can common core fit with project based learning?
· Better ways of sharing information regarding assessment with full team – making sure all on same page

Challenges for Students

· Skills introduced earlier and budget cuts – some students not entering pre-k will lack skills

· Could be emotionally overwhelming for students who struggle in this area

· Helping students to begin to see the content area – literacy connection without feeling threatened by it

· Where to begin with adult students, many come lacking so many skills

· Reading levels of suggested text for students with disabilities

· The increased accountability could cause frustration/behavior

· Intervention for our struggling learners

· Increased math requirements
