Catching Up Since Last Meeting
· 
· Tuition - Onondaga Community College (OCC) is close to finalizing their decision to go to $0 tuition for dual enrollment which is planned to be effective September 2011. There are two different mechanisms for making this happen, but it is likely that it will happen. The proposal for $0 dual enrollment tuition is at the OCC President's desk waiting for approval. Jeff will let you know just as soon as this is finalized.
Navigation - Not as much progress has been made with the department instructor approval process. The Provost of OCC has made a commitment to improve the practice. This doesn't mean that the standards for experience or coursework will be changed, just that the process for seeking approval will be standardized across OCC departments. The process continues to be idiosyncratic and frustrating. LaFayette, for example, is still waiting to hear on some approval requests that were submitted in October. Other districts have already received approval notification. The committee decided to ask for a standardized, official timeline from OCC. This request has been passed on to the Provost.
Survey just sent out to superintendents - Last week, OCC sent out a [paper] survey to superintendents asking if districts would be interested in administering the Accuplacer exam to your students. OCC would like it if districts administered the Accuplacer to juniors with a remediation class (classes with a course ID number that is less than 100) being offered to the low-scoring students in the senior year.  At our meeting we discussed the Accuplacer at length. Jeff will arrange for a presentation about the Accuplacer exam. 

Data Reports from OCC

OCC prepared reports for districts that displayed how many of their graduates qualified for a math or ELA credit-bearing and how many required remediation. Districts also received the data for the BOCES as a whole. This report will be generated next year for districts, too. We wonder if OCC is getting the diagnostic report or just overall Accuplacer score. If they are getting diagnostic reports, could that information be aggregated so that districts could receive those data, too?
The California university system has a test that students take in their junior year. It identifies any courses which must be taken in the senior year in order to be college ready. It is called the California State University Placement Test (EPT and ELM).

We are also requesting a few more things from OCC:
· Could we have sample syllabi for course commonly offered for dual enrollment?

· Could we have a list of which high schools offer which courses?

· Are any students allowed to drop a remedial course and add the credit-bearing class when a semester gets going and competence is demonstrated?
