Catching Up Since Last Meeting
· It appears that OCC at least continue to talk about reducing tuition costs and streamlining the approval process.

· Cazenovia has 33 courses under consideration with TC3 for approval. Not all will,. Of course, fly, but still that is a significant number. TC3 has been very helpful and accommodating. Not only did TC3 send them all the relevant course syllabi they also sent samples of as approved curriculum documents from other districts. TC3 is sheparding all of the requests for approval on Cazenovia’s behalf.
· LaFayette has applied for four approvals from OCC and is waiting to hear.

· Westhill has one rejection from OCC and is now able to go to TC3 for that course.

· Westhill is offering precalc from OCC, seeing that it is very close to the “12R” course that they have been teaching. They are considering making all their 12R classes to be equal to OCC’s 143.

· Liverpool is doing two sections of AP calc and two sections of OCC calc. They are considering using OCCs precalc. 

· Liverpool is switching from SUNY Cortland to SUNY Oswego for their US History because it is much cheaper (from $1400 to $300).
· SUPA offerings seem to be on the decline locally.
· The graduation requirements ideas that are being circulated for comments by the Board of regents include another credit of math, science, and college/career readiness.

· Marathon is planning on giving the Accuplacer to all juniors in order to offer the TC3 remediation courses in 12th grade at the high school.
