Measurable Post-Secondary Goals

Education/training: This section should include information about the student attending a community or technical college or a 4-year program.  Input in this section needs to reflect that the student communicated with you their plans.

1.  Pete, a sophomore, stated that because he is not sure what he wants to major in, he will attend a two-year school to narrow down his interests before transferring to a four year school.

2.  Tom, a senior, stated that he has been accepted to Syracuse University for the education program with the intent of becoming an elementary school teacher.

3. Sharon, a junior, stated that she is currently enrolled in the BOCES Culinary Arts program, and is planning on applying to the Culinary Institute to attain her degree in Culinary Arts.

4. Megan, a freshman, is currently enrolled in pre-GED classes at MHS and plans to take the GED predictor test in the spring with the intent of transferring to the BOCES GED program.  Megan stated that her goal is to obtain her GED within the next 18 months to help her secure competitive employment.

5.  Patty, an IEP diploma bound student, is enrolled in the school to work program at the MHS library.  She stated that her goal is to get a job at the local library once she leaves high school.

Reasoning/Explanation/

Rationale
Using “Pete stated” is a way to show readers that the student had an active role in the development of their IEP.

Provide as many specific examples of colleges, majors and long-term post-secondary goals that you are aware of.

For BOCES students, please note whether their goal is to obtain the certificate of completion only or whether they plan to go on to further training.

For GED students, please note whether their goal is to obtain their GED for employment purposes or further education, and provide specific examples. 

For s-t-w students, please note whether their job placement is to help with skill development or for specific gainful employment.

Employment:  This section is defined as competitive, supported or sheltered employment.  This information needs to be tied to their employment goals after school, and not just stating where they currently work.

1.  Pete currently works approximately twenty hours a week at a local grocery store to save money for college expenses.

2.  Tom does not currently have a job and stated that his parents want him to focus on school.  His post-secondary goal is to obtain competitive employment as a teacher.

3.  Sharon stated she works in the kitchen at McDonald’s to help her gain awareness of the food industry. She plans on working as a chef once she completes the culinary institute.
4.  Megan stated her goal is to secure competitive employment, although she is undecided as to what field of work she is looking for.  She will complete an interest inventory and explore various occupations that are high interest.
5. Patty’s goal is to be employed with support at the local library.

This shows that Pete’s current employment will be helping fund his college expenses.

If a student doesn’t have a job, you should put what their post-secondary employment goal is.   This example demonstrates competitive employment.  

Sharon’s job is directly tied to her future goal of working in the food industry.

If the student does not know what they want to do, state that and clarify that it will be either in a competitive, supported, or sheltered setting.

This is an example of a supported work goal.

Independent Living Skills (when appropriate): Skills or tasks that contribute to the successful independent functioning of an individual in adulthood in the following domains: leisure/recreation, maintain home and personal care, community participation.

1. Pete is planning on living with his parents while he attends community college.  He has completed the Transition Planning Inventory which indicates that he may struggle to live independently because he struggles with money management and does not know the process of setting up and utilizing a bank account.  Pete has met with his guidance counselor and has incorporated business math into his schedule for the upcoming school year to develop skills in budgeting and money management.   

2.  Tom plans on living in on-campus housing while enrolled in college.  He has completed the Transition Planning Inventory which indicates that he has the ability to live independently.  

3. Sharon stated that she plans to get an apartment with friends to help with the costs of independent living.  She has completed the Transition Planning Inventory which indicates that she struggles at times to get along with others.  The deficit will be addressed by working with the student 1 time per month on communication skills.

4.  Megan stated that she plans on living at home until she gets a good job where she can afford an apartment on her own.  She has completed the Transition Planning Inventory which indicates a need for further life skills in the area of moving into and setting up a place to live.  The deficit will be addressed by working with the student 1 time per month on the steps needed to move into and establish a place to live.

5. Patty stated her goal is to live independently.  She has been linked with Arise who can assist her with living in a supported environment, as results of the Transition Planning Inventory indicated further skills were needed in this area.

This demonstrates how the TPI has been utilized showing a deficit in the area of money management.  The business math class is an example of a measurable goal that will help Pete develop skills in this area.  

Again, you are demonstrating here that the TPI has been utilized showing that Tom has the necessary skills to live independently.

This example shows that the TPI has been used revealing a weakness in the area of interpersonal relationships.  The deficit will be addressed by working with the student 1 time per month on communication skills.

 This example shows that the TPI has been used revealing a deficit in daily living skills.  The deficit will be addressed by working with the student 1 time per month on the steps needed to move into and establish a place to live.

This is an example of a student that needs supported living.

Coordinated Set of Transition Activities (School to Post School)

Look for evidence of:  needed activities identified for each of the six areas (last two when appropriate) and relationship among PLP, MPSG, annual goals, programs and services, and CSA.

Think LINK…

*Do the activities support the MPSG for this student?

*Is there an alignment between the MPSG and the practical experience?

*ADL and Functional Vocational Assessments should be recommended when appropriate.

* If one of these areas above is discussed and found to be unnecessary at this time, you need to consider:

· Has this area been previously addressed?

· Can you justify that the student is independent in this area and does not need further activities for skill development?

*There should be reasonable confidence that the activity will take place.

*Clearly identify the activities the district, educational or community agencies are providing.

*Establish and monitor the initiation dates of the activities identified.

Instruction:  

1.Pete will complete his annual guidance review with the school counselor to identify the courses needed to meet the graduation requirements.  He will attend Career Seminar Trainings to get more in-depth knowledge on career areas that interest him.

Because Pete is undecided, you should note that he is meeting with the guidance dept to further explore options that are related to his career development. 

This is an example of career exploration which might help Pete narrow down major options for college.

You could also indicate that he will be taking the PLAN test.

2. Tom has completed his annual guidance review with his school counselor and is on track to graduate with his high school Regents diploma.  This will enable him to successfully enroll in college courses needed for him to earn a degree in elementary education.  Tom has been information that will enable him to connect with disability support services at SU.
3. Sharon has completed her annual guidance review with her school counselor which has enabled her to identify courses available at BOCES to continue working toward her two year certificate of completion in the culinary arts program.  

4. Megan has completed her annual guidance review with her school counselor and special education teacher.  Her GED predictor test has been scheduled for January of the following year.

5.  Patty has met with her special education teacher and transition coordinator.  She will participate in the school to work program at the Marcellus Public Library in Fall, 2008.  Patty will have the opportunity to participate in life skills class that also encompasses soft skills.  

Tom is an example of a student who is on-track for graduation and college.  You must make the link to college transition for him.

You could additionally state that he has taken the ACT or SAT exam.

This information links to Sharon’s transition goals.

You have provided concrete information as to what Megan will be doing to reach her end goal of getting her GED.

This information links to Patty’s transition goals.

Related Services: **This is a good place to put additional services received such as VESID, speech, OT, PT (remember that the service needs to link to the transition goals).  This is also the place to note if students need additional help with self-advocacy and self-determination skills.

1. Pete will meet with the school psychologist/social worker to develop self –determination skills.

2. Tom has filled out an application and has had an intake with the VESID counselor.  Eligibility status is pending at this time.

3. Sharon will meet with special education teacher to develop self-advocacy skills.  Sharon will meet with school psychologist/social work to develop self-determination skills. Sharon will attend a junior information session with VESID counselor in the spring.
4.  Megan will meet with school psychologist/social work to develop self-determination skills

5.  Patty will work with speech pathologist to improve communication and advocacy skills.

Because Pete is undecided at this time, it would be appropriate to document that self-determination skills will be developed.
This demonstrates that Tom has been linked with VESID.  This would be appropriate to state here because he has no other related service needs.
This again demonstrates that Sharon has deficits in the areas of advocacy and self-determination that will be addressed by school staff.
Since Patty has higher needs, it is appropriate to collaborate with speech teacher and document skills that will be addressed.  Any other additional services should be mentioned here.
Community Experience:

1.  Pete will have the opportunity to complete community service hours as part of the government curriculum at Marcellus High School.
2.Tom volunteers as a peer tutor for math at the local library one hour two days per week.
3.Sharon will have the opportunity to participate in after school community service programs provided through Marcellus High School.
4.Megan will investigate the opportunity to volunteer at the local SPCA since he has expressed a high interest in spending time with his family pets.

5.Patty will learn to use the public bus schedule and public transportation services.  Patty has the opportunity to interact with community members during her school to work experience at the local library.  
This is an example of community service opportunities provided by the school district.
Again, you are demonstrating community service.
This is an example where you can input information that demonstrates that the student is participating in the community service
Because Megan is undecided about her future goals, it is OK to tap into her likes and dislikes and encourage her to follow through on community experience opportunities.  This can provide feedback to further career exploration options
This is an example of community experience for a student that has higher needs in this area.  Keep in mind that you should only reference the public transportation piece if that is an area that you intend to work on with the student.
Development of Employment:  (Don’t be confused here--- this is the coordinated set of activities that goes along with the MPSG for employment section listed above!!)
1.Pete will log and journal his attendance and participation career seminars.

2.Tom will meet with the VESID counselor to review qualification for eligibility.

3.Sharon will meet with the VESID counselor to review qualification for eligibility and discuss her goal of becoming a chef.
4.Megan will participate in career exploration activities and will research various occupations of interest.
5.Patty will meet with the VESID counselor to review qualification for eligibility and discuss her continued interest in working at the library.
This is a great way for Pete to continue to explore employment options.  
Although this was previously stated, it is OK to state it again.
Sharon is on track with her future goals.  She knows what direction she is going in, so stating that she is connected with VESID enough here.  If other opportunities arise, you should document them as appropriate.
Because Megan is a freshman, it is appropriate to state that she will be conducting career exploration.
Activities of Daily Living:

Pete will develop skills related to budgeting and money management.

Pete will attend the home and careers program to improve his skills in cooking, measurement, and housekeeping.

Functional Vocational Evaluation:

Pete will complete a self-assessment of vocational skills developed at BOCES vocational assessment.
An evaluation is not necessary at this time as Tom is actively engaged in a career area where he has ability and interest.

Sharon has completed a level I, level II, and level III assessment.

Megan has completed a level I assessment.  She will complete a level II assessment.

Patty has completed a level I, level II, and level III assessment.  The level III assessment expressed that Patty has areas of strengths in clerical work and organization.
