3. To provide resources to districts who wish to participate in videoconferencing opportunities which do not yet have the equipment

4. To provide connections among districts for efficient communication

Priority for awards will be based on the following:

· District history of participation in Cortland Regional Professional Development School

· District lack of videoconferencing equipment

· District history of hosting SUNY Cortland preservice teachers for student teaching and practicum placement
