SUMMARY OF SURVEY RESULTS FOR GRADES 7 & 8 SUMMER SCHOOL
A number of schools that provide their own programs have made recent changes in their summer school offerings because program reviews indicated that their traditional summer school format had not proven successful for many of their students. The majority of district provided programs pre teach to the pending year as opposed to teaching a repeat of the school year course work. They appear fairly evenly split between those that tie grade promotion to successful course completion in summer school and those that do not.  A similar division appears between those schools that provide ELA and Math, but not Social Studies and Science, and those that provide all 4 core courses.  None of these schools indicated that they would at this time free-up staff to participate in a regional summer school curriculum review.
100 % of the schools that participated in the 2009 OCM BOCES Summer School Program tie grade promotion to successful course completion in summer school.  Both changing from the current offering of 4 core courses at each grade level to ELA and Math only, or from a repeat format to a teaching forward one, would cause problems for some, but not all of these schools.  The majority of these districts are willing to allow their teachers to participate in a summer school curriculum review.

· 28 responses were received.
· 13 were from schools that operate district or school - based programs

· 13 of the 14 schools (representing 11 of the 12 districts) that participated in the BOCES program in 2009 responded
· 2 responding schools do not currently provide summer programming
· Of the District provided programs:
· 7 schools indicate that promotion to the next grade level is tied to successful completion in summer school

· 5 schools indicated that promotion is not tied to summer school performance

· 3 schools indicate that their courses are repeats of the school year courses

· 8 schools pre teach to the impending year

· 1 school indicated its program was skills and time-management based geared toward the attainment of skills necessary to be successful in the upcoming year
· 7 of 12 responded that their programs were in potential jeopardy due to budget concerns

· 2 indicated their programs were not in jeopardy

· 3 indicated “other”
· To the question of whether they would allow staff to participate in curriculum review
· 3 said no 
· 10 did not know or did not respond 

· Of the schools that participate in the BOCES & 7 - 8 summer program:

· All 13 tie promotion to next grade to the successful completion of summer school

· 2 indicated that changing from our current repeat courses to a pre teaching format would create problems for them

· 8 indicated that changing from our current repeat courses to a pre teaching format would NOT crate problems for them

· 3 did not know

· 7 indicated that changing form our current offering of 4 core courses at each grade level to ELA and Math  only would be a problem for their schools
· 6 indicated that changing form our current offering of 4 core courses at each grade level to ELA and Math  only would NOT be a problem for their schools
· 11 indicated they would allow teachers to participate in curriculum review
·  2 indicated “It depends”
