· The upcoming Adaptive Schools workshop was discussed. In the Adaptive Schools workshop you learn how to build strong collaborative and caring work cultures in which results oriented faculties work together for continuous school improvement. It was decided to make the first two days (of the total four days) available as a stand-alone, beginner’s session.
Assessment (continuing agenda item)
· A couple of districts checked their historical attendance for the day after April break and saw that their absentee rate is typically 10%. 
· We reviewed the message from David Abrams about when you can schedule the first day of testing: “The administration of the Grades 3-8 English Language Arts and Mathematics Tests, Book 1s, must begin for all students who are in attendance during the specified administration dates. For example, schools must administer at least the first session for each of the Grades 3-8  English Language Arts Tests by April 28. “ and “Please note that the Scoring Dates listed in the Revised 2009-10 Elementary- and Intermediate-Level Testing Schedule presupposes that the school has completed the initial administration of all sessions for a given grade level prior to the first date listed for scoring. Schools may not begin training of scorers or scoring leaders or scoring until the initial administration of all sessions for a given grade level has been completed.”

· We decided that we would like a presentation from Michele Rourke (CNYRIC Data Warehouse/Test Scoring) to review timelines and procedures. Note: She has been confirmed for our January meeting.
