 RtI: Leveled Literacy Intervention
Updates
· The 3-8 Testing Schedule for next year has been revised. Also note that the information about field testing has been removed from it pending SED review.

· If you were wondering about the results of this year’s SED survey about 3-8 Testing and how to schedule them the results have been summarized for the Board of Regents.

· The APPRs that were sent to Jeff have been posted and a crosswalk of them has been prepared. It’s never too late to send yours; they’ll be added as they are received.
· Since the late fall, when the Governor threatened mid-year cuts, there has been a decrease in the number of participants for workshops and a decrease in the use of services creating a budget deficit for the Curriculum, Instruction & Assessment Department. This is directly as a result of a very dramatic decrease in districts’’ use of the funds they had previously indicated they would be expending with CI&A.

· Information about Leading Groups: Effective Strategies for Building Professional Community was distributed. As a result of attending the session, leaders should be better able to:
· Advance new and stalled/slowing initiatives

· Run more effective meetings (staff meetings, data meetings)

· Grow a learning community
· A leadership survey has gone out to all principals. Results will be shared at a future meeting and will be used to guide planning. So far, 49 surveys have been completed. Results will be shared at a future meeting and the results will be used to plan next year’s leadership activities.
· The Instructional Technology & Design part of the new CNYRIC website was demonstrated. The E-Learning Connect portion was highlighted.
· A Formative Assessment Workshop is scheduled June 29 & 30 (a limited number of stipended and un-stipended slots are available.
· RtI Survey Request from SED: We have been asked to take a follow-up survey on RTI adoption and implementation in local school districts. A survey was done last year by CASE and Spectrum K12 School Solutions and they are looking to see the progress in local districts since last year. The results of the survey will be available in a report jointly published by the survey sponsor organizations.  Survey responses are strictly confidential and will only be reported in the aggregate.  
· The group was polled to see if there was interest in pursuing Dennis King for a July 13th to do Leading a Learning Community toward Formative Assessment at Drivers Village. It would be a regional effort (multi-BOCES. There indeed was interest and so the idea will be explored: stay tuned! 
Building Capacity: An Update on the ARRA and Spending

· Title IA and IDEA Part B guidelines were discussed. A document was compiled that explains some of the APPR details and identified BOCES programs that specifically align with APPR stimulus guidelines. The most recent information is that Title IA funding will be available July 1st so summer spending is appropriate.
RtI: How Leveled Literacy Intervention (LLI) Fits
· An introduction to LLI was made: many districts in the area interested, a few are already using it, it fits perfectly with the Title 1A and IDEA Part B money, and other BOCES are working on a providing support.
· A LLI Sampler distributed to each district.
·  “What We’ve Learned Along the Way” with Jaclyn Gangloff and Kristi Amack from Fayetteville-Manlius presentation has been posted.
· “What a lesson looks like” with Peg Parker from North Syracuse

· A date for an LLI meeting will be identified soon. At that time support plans will be generated and a budget worked out. Whether there is a LLI training and support program will depend on the level of component support. If the critical mass is reached we’ll be able to go ahead.
