Précis
Issues That Were Identified
· Keeping track of mods (ELL and SWD) and having enough mod-givers ands scribes

· Keeping track of make-ups (if trying to do make-ups on the same day as another part of the same exam)

· Training for mod-givers and scribes (will need more now that all testing is at the same time) Note: [SETRC] has been contacted and asked to provide this training.It will be scheduled fro early April.
· Having enough BOCES people for various sites when most districts will be scoring on the same days

· Can technology be employed (videoconferencing, webcasting, archived)

· The whole sub issue – are there enough? Try to avoid Fridays because subs are so hard to get

· Getting papers from BOCES sites back to districts will have to be speedier – even a one-day delay could be disastrous. What if we had special neon envelopes in which papers were kept and returned in order to reduce the likelihood of being misplaced)

Regional Scoring Discussion
· Little interest was expressed for true regional scoring

· There is not enough time to randomize across districts

· Geographically close districts could get together at one site, for example:

· West Genesee, Westhill & Marcellus

· Tully, LaFayette, Fabius-Pompey, OCS

· Could there be table-leader training? Could be done in one location, streamed to others, and then archived

· Idea of streaming training each morning tough to do because multiple grades will have to be done on the same day

Likely Scoring Dates

· ELA Grades 3, 5, 7 probably in district on May 3 & 4

· ELA Grades 4, 6, 8 on May 10, 11, 12

· Mathematics Grades 3, 5, 7 on May 14th (note, this is a Friday)

· Mathematics Grades 4, 6, 8 on May 17, 18, 19

The focus for the first BCIC meeting of the year, October 8th, will be 3-8 scoring. At that time, we will review scoring needs, models, and BOCES staff availability and cost. We identify which districts will score independently and which want to “co-habitate” for their scoring. We will also identify which districts want BOCES participation in order to qualify for aid on the facilities and substitutes. By that meeting, districts are requested to have an idea of how they want to proceed. Ideally, please have any interdistrict collaboration conversations prior to this meeting so we can all see where we stand. You district’s special education leadership is invited to attend this meeting because we will also be talking about modification and scribe capacity and training.
