Influenza Like Illness [ILI] Tracking - 1 District, 1 Form!

Attached you will find the final ILI tracking sheets for the 09-10 school year.  At this point in time, we are trying to capture the information that we OCHD needs, with as little disruption to your staff as possible.  Listed below are the steps in ILI tracking:

· The Health office at each building will keep a tally of the number of students and or faculty that are sent home with influenza-like illness on a given day [attachment 1]

· At the end of the school day the building will fax the information to a pre-determined point of contact at the district office.

· The point of contact will tally all the information from the individual buildings for that day on to a district sheet [attachment 2], which is to be faxed to the Health Department by 10:00 the following day.

· Using this process, OCHD will only receive 1 form per district on a daily basis to evaluate

· PLEASE START USING THE FORMS ON SEPTEMBER 21ST, 2009

By only counting the students or staff who are sent home with ILI, we are capturing information on symptomatic students and not students who are out for other reasons.  Also, by only counting them on the day they are sent home, we are reducing the risk of “double counting” the same student.
